Dr. Shobha Vijender, Founder President of Sampurna, chaired the Associate
Members’ Meeting. She warmly welcomed all members and appreciated their
continuous support towards the organization. She highlighted that Sampurna
members have been actively contributing to both micro and macro-level projects,
enabling the organization to sustain for such a long period even without financial
assistance from any external agency.

Keeping in view the present scenario, where Sampurna is not receiving any grants
for its projects, the Executive Committee has decided to explore market
opportunities for Sampurna’s products.

Mr. Pankaj Gupta, an Executive Member, informed that he owns a shop in the
wholesale Naharpur Market and offered to provide one counter to display and sell
Sampurna’s products during exhibitions. This proposal was appreciated by all
members, and it was unanimously decided to place Sampurna’s products at his
shop.

For several years, Sampurna has been creating bags from old, unused clothes and
Bhagwan Ki Poshak, but the organization has not been able to find a proper
market for selling these products. Dr. Vijender emphasized that members should
now actively work towards identifying suitable markets.

Smt. Chitra mentioned that Sampurna has an extensive network of Self-Help
Groups and assured that she would coordinate with them for the production and
sale of these products.




It was also decided that Sampurna will invite members of the legal fraternity on
12th May to the Bengali Market Office to review and strengthen their
participation in Sampurna’s initiatives.

Smt. Nidhi, who is in charge of the Bal and Mahila Sanskar Shivir, was assigned
the responsibility of finalizing the dates for the 40-day camp to be held at the
Sampurna Community Center.

Furthermore, during the Associate Members’ Meeting held in April, it was
resolved that, as in previous years, a large-scale Mahila & Bal Sanskar Shivir will
be organized.

During the exercise of Operation Sindoor, a
sense of relief amongst Indians. That’s why Sampurna has decided to organise a
speech competition on the topic “Operation Sindoor”. A large number of women
participated in the speech competition.

While speaking on the subject, all the participants expressed deep emotions,
making each presentation heartfelt and impactful. Women from diverse fields
were invited as judges for the competition. With 20 participants in the age group
of 18 to 55, the level of expression and sincerity was so high that it became
extremely challenging for the judges to select just three winners, as every
participant had touched their hearts in a unique way.

All of them were requested to
write their thoughts on the subject.

Dr. Shobha Vijender then shared the professional meaning of counseling. She
explained that during the Mahabharata period, Lord Krishna first counseled
Arjuna before the war, which is now known as the Gita. Dr. Shobha Vijender
explained that there are certain Principles of counseling, which must be strictly
followed in every counseling Session. The counselor should keep any information
about the counselee completely confidential. The counselor should maintain a
non-judgmental, empathetic, and sensitive attitude. Dr. Shobha Vijender advised
the participants that the sessions should be conducted in a clean, hygienic area
with no one else present except the counselor and counselee, and that a single
counseling session should not exceed 45 minutes, because the attention span of
both the counselor and counselee is generally not more than 45 min. She
emphasized that the counselor should have good interaction with the Child
Welfare Committee, Protection Officer, Police, and One Stop Center, and that
each counseling session should be conducted with ease and responsibility. Dr.
Shobha Vijender then conducted a mock session. Everyone appreciated the
content of the workshop.

Finally, Dr. Shobha Vijender shared her personal experiences related to
counseling with the participants through this workshop.
